
 

 

 

Significant changes to Arriva Trains Wales’ timetables from 

Sunday 20 May 2018 
 

The following significant changes will take place from the timetable change on 20 May 2018.  Other smaller changes which may affect your journey 
may not be included on this poster.  Please check before you set off on your journey. 
 
You’ll be able to see the new timetables at arrivatrains.wales from mid-April 2018 and on timetable posters and booklets at stations, valid and on 
display from 20 May 2018. 
 
 

Timetable 1 – Swansea- Shrewsbury- Cambrian Coast- Chester- Birmingham 
07.47 (Mondays to Fridays) Wrexham General – Shrewsbury – will depart Wrexham General at 07.50 and run later to Shrewsbury arriving Shrewsbury at 08.28. 
19.24 (Mondays to Fridays) Shrewsbury – Chester – will depart Shrewsbury at 19.27 and runs later through to Chester. 
09.22 (Sundays) Chester – Birmingham International – will depart Chester at 09.26 and run later to Shrewsbury where it reverts to its current arrival times. 
11.31 (Sundays) Chester – Birmingham International – will depart Chester at 11.35 and run later to Shrewsbury where it reverts to its current arrival times. 
13.31 (Sundays) Chester – Birmingham International – will depart Chester at 13.35 and run later to Shrewsbury where it reverts to its current arrival times. 
15.31 (Sundays) Chester – Birmingham International – will depart Chester at 15.32 and run later to Shrewsbury where it reverts to its current arrival times. 
19.15 (Sundays) Holyhead – Wolverhampton – will depart Holyhead two minutes later and runs two minutes later to Shrewsbury where it reverts to its current arrival times.  (Runs 
May to Sept only.) 
 
 

Timetable 2 – South Wales - North Wales - Manchester 
Where trains serve Manchester Piccadilly customers are urged to check their timings before travel.  Services have been retimed because of major timetable change in 
the North. 
19.31 (Mondays to Fridays) Manchester Piccadilly – Carmarthen – will be extended to Fishguard Harbour calling at Whitland, Clarbeston Road, Fishguard & Goodwick and  
Fishguard Harbour. 
 
 

Timetable 3 – West Wales - Swansea - Maesteg - Cardiff - Cheltenham 
02.37 (Tuesday to Saturday) Fishguard Harbour – Carmarthen – Additional service calling at Fishguard Harbour, Clarbeston Road, Whitland and Carmarthen. 
06.44 (Mondays to Fridays) Maesteg – Ebbw Vale Town –will run up to two minutes later from Cardiff Central to Ebbw Vale Town. 
10.15 (Saturdays) Maesteg – Cardiff Central – will not run. 
11.18 (Saturdays) Cardiff Central – Maesteg – will not run. 
07.45 (Saturdays) Cheltenham Spa – Maesteg – will terminate at Cardiff Central. 
12.18 (Saturdays) Maesteg – Gloucester - will start from Cardiff Central at 13.12 
00.57 (Sundays) Carmarthen – Fishguard Harbour – an additional bus will operate calling at Whitland, Fishguard & Goodwick and Fishguard Harbour. This bus connects out of the 
22.37 service from Cardiff Central. 
02.17 (Sundays) Fishguard Harbour – Carmarthen – an additional bus will operate calling at Fishguard & Goodwick, Whitland and Carmarthen.  
20.50 (Sundays) Swansea – Fishguard Harbour – will now depart from Swansea later and will connect out of the 17.37 Paddington to Swansea service. 
 
 

Timetable 4 – North Wales – Chester – Crewe – Warrington - Manchester 
Where trains serve Manchester Piccadilly customers are urged to check their timings before travel.  Services have been retimed because of major timetable change in 
the North. 
05.33 (Mondays to Fridays) Holyhead – Cardiff Central – will depart Holyhead at 05.34 and runs 1 minute later to Chester. Departs Chester at 0716, Wrexham General 0734, 
Shrewsbury 0810, Hereford 0900 and Newport 0942, arriving in Cardiff Central 0958. 
17.16 (Mondays to Fridays) Cardiff Central – Holyhead – retimed earlier from Wrexham General through to Holyhead.  
17.19 (Mondays to Fridays) Manchester Piccadilly – Chester – will run earlier from Manchester Piccadilly to Warrington Bank Quay & depart Manchester Piccadilly at 17.15.  
18.50 (Mondays to Fridays) Manchester Piccadilly – Chester – will now depart Manchester Piccadilly at 18.43 and run earlier to Warrington Bank Quay.   
06.20 (Saturdays) Chester – Cardiff Central - will be extended through to Maesteg calling all stations to Maesteg 
06.35 (Saturdays) Holyhead – Cardiff Central - will be extended through to Maesteg calling all stations to Maesteg 
11.21 (Saturdays) Cardiff Central – Holyhead – will start from Maesteg at 10.15 calling all stations to Cardiff Central. 
13.21 (Saturdays) Cardiff Central – Holyhead – will start from Maesteg at 12.18 calling all stations to Cardiff Central. 
15.21 (Saturdays) Cardiff Central – Holyhead – will call additionally at Shotton. 
10.20 (Sundays) Holyhead – Cardiff Central – will be retimed later from Chester to depart at 12.29.  Runs later to Shrewsbury, Hereford and Cardiff Central.  Arrives Cardiff Central 
earlier at 15.34. 
13.14 (Sundays) Cardiff Central – Holyhead – retimed from Cardiff Central through to Holyhead.  Calls additionally at Pontypool & New Inn, Leominster, Ludlow and Craven Arms. 
 
 

Timetable 5 – Valleys & Cardiff local routes (including Ebbw Valley) 
From May to September (Mondays to Saturdays)  
Most services from Treherbert to Cardiff Central will depart Treherbert one minute earlier (at xx16 / xx46) and run earlier to Ystrad Rhondda. Customers are urged to 
check times before travelling. 
Most services from Cardiff Central to Treherbert will dep Cardiff Central one minute earlier (xx35 / xx05) and run one minute earlier up to Ystrad Rhondda. Customers 
are urged to check times before travelling. 
05.47 (Mondays to Fridays) Treherbert – Penarth – will no longer serve Grangetown, Dingle Road & Penarth.  A separate service will operate.   
07.01 (Mondays to Fridays) Cardiff Central – Penarth – Additional service calling all stations. 
19.43 (Mondays to Fridays) Abercynon – Penarth – will not run. 
19.43 (Mondays to Fridays) Abercynon – Cardiff Central – Additional service calling all stations except for Trefforest Estate. 
20.31 (Mondays to Fridays) Cardiff Central – Penarth – Additional service calling all stations. 
22.20 (Mondays to Fridays) Penarth – Rhymney – will be split to become a Penarth to Cardiff Central / Cardiff Central to Rhymney service.
